The Program for Nurturing Global Leaders in Tropical and Emerging Communicable Diseases
(hereinafter referred to “TECD”) aims to train the next generation of global leaders in tropical
medicine and emerging communicable diseases. A distinctive feature of our program is providing
young professionals with knowledge, communication and problem resolution skills, and insights
into disease management. The TECD also aims to have them develop sufficient academic research
skills. These guidelines are provided to help students and supervisors meet and maintain the highest
possible standards.
(Dissertation)
To best achieve our goals for the program, an original unpublished thesis is highly recommended.
However, dissertations for students who will be completing TECD shall be either an original
published paper (1) or an original unpublished thesis (2).
1. Original published paper
The paper must have been accepted or already published in a scientific journal*.
* The journal should be listed in Science Citation Index Expanded (Clarivate) or SSCI.
The student must be the first author of the paper.
2. Original unpublished thesis
The thesis must be based on one or more of their original published papers, and in English.
The original published papers shall be published in journals related to the original
unpublished thesis.
In case the original published paper is a collaboration with others and the student is the
second author, documents certifying that the first author and the second author contributed
equally, and the first author has no intention to use the original published paper for his/her

dissertation defense shall be attached to the thesis.
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Dissertation Defenses for this program shall follow the General Regulations of the Nagasaki
University Graduate School of Biomedical Sciences. However, the Open Dissertation Defenses

must be conducted in English.
